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 Construction of three new residence 
halls and renovations to existing cam-
pus housing facilities are expected to 
be at or near completion by the begin-
ning of August.

New Residence Halls
 According to Eugene Dial, vice 
president for student affairs and en-
rollment services, the three new resi-
dence halls will be completed before 
students arrive on campus in the fall. 
Landscaping around the halls will be 

completed after the fall semester be-
gins.
 Scholars Hall, located across from 
the cafeteria, will be able to house 
212 students. This hall is designated 
for students in the University Honors 
Program and scholarship recipients.
 Hall B is located next to the tennis 
courts and Hall C is next to Bowie 
Road adjacent to Hall B. These halls 
will be able to house a total of 194 
students each. Hall B has been des-
ignated as a service learning commu-
nity and Hall C has been designated 
for international students and stu-
dents needing housing during breaks 

between academic terms.
 Each suite will consist of two pri-
vate or semi-private bedrooms.  The 
private bedrooms will have individu-
al doors for each bedroom. The semi-
private bedrooms will have a wall 
that separates the two bedrooms.
 A microwave oven and mini refrig-
erator will be installed in each suite. 
The new residence halls will also 
have media rooms, computer labs and 
study rooms.

Existing Residence Halls
 The lobby of Calecas Hall has been 
renovated to serve as the headquarters 
for University Police.
 The windows in Calecas Hall will 
be replaced with windows that are en-
ergy effi cient and vinyl paneling will 
be added to parts of the building.
 Portions of Babington hall will 
be converted into offi ce space. The 
building currently houses the Bara-
taria Terrebonne National Estuary 
Program. 
 According to Dial, Career Services, 
currently located near the ballroom 
in the student union, and Upward 
Bound, currently located in Meade 
Hall, will be moved into Babington 
Hall.
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Quota-based printing system
to be implemented this fall

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 The University is preparing to 
implement a new printing system 
at the beginning of the fall semes-
ter that will provide students with 
fewer free pages in an effort to re-
duce waste and provide a more ef-
fi cient printing system.
 The new printing system has 
been approved by the instructional 
technology fee oversight commit-
tee and is pending approval by the 
President’s Cabinet.

 When the new system is imple-
mented, students will receive a 
quota of pages that can be printed. 
Once the quota has been reached, 
students will be required to pay 
before additional pages can be 
printed.
 The University is providing for 
a transition period in the fall. The 
quota has been set to 250 pages 
for the fall semester. Beginning in 
spring 2009, students will be allo-
cated 100 pages for printing each 
semester.
 The price per page after the quo-

ta is reached will be determined by 
the cost to operate and maintain 
the printers. According to the aca-
demic computing offi ce, the cost 
is estimated at either four or fi ve 
cents per page.
 The system will be connected 
with the Colonel Card offi ce and 
students will use their Colonel 
Cash to pay for pages that exceed 
the quota.
 The new printing software will 
use a queue system. When a stud-
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
