He reminded students that
bringing relief to Haiti would be an
ongoing commitment.

Advisory Committee, chaired by
Dr. Charles Moses, to coordinate
and intense relief efforts.

Cash
and checks can be donated in
all of the offices of the university
deans. Credit card donations will
only be accepted in the Office of
the Vice President for Business
and Finance located in Haven-
Warren Hall.
