For any students who can’t 
stand quiet hours, hall meetings 
and sharing a bathroom with 
forty anonymous residents, off 
campus housing offers an alter-
native.  With dozens of options 
available in and around campus, 
and through constant renovation 
and construction, some realtors 
have found more prominence 
than others. 

In recent years Varsity Place 
has become a powerhouse for a 
slew of realtors in the Durham 
area. The company has estab-
lished 22 properties, adding up 
to 280 apartments and almost 
700 beds. Lyne Manchester, Var-
sity Place’s leasing manager, said 
98 percent of the properties are 
occupied despite increased uni-
versity housing.

“We’ve been able to help 
a lot of the kids that have been 
evicted from UNH housing, and 
we’ve been able to help a lot of 
kids coming back in the spring 
semester from study abroad,” 
said Manchester. “So vacancies 
in a way have made us look like 
heroes.”

 UNH junior and Varsity 
Place resident Adam Ulchak 
said that overall he can’t com-
plain when it comes to his 
apartment. Ulchak said he 
likes the atmosphere of off-
campus housing and thinks 
Varsity Place provides good 
services. 

However, as Ulchak 
started to discuss rates of 
Varsity Place in the comfort 
of the apartment, roommate 
Andrew McQuiad passed by 
in pajamas simply stating, 
“It’s expensive.”

Of the 280 apartments, 
according to Varsity Place’s 
website, monthly rent per 
person can range from $450 

to $1050. An additional $600 is 
required to park a car in the com-
plex’s lot for a year. 

As the new owner of Uni-
versity Apartments, known as 
The Coops, Tom Richardson 
found that property tax increased 
by 60 percent in the fi rst year of 
owning the complex. With inten-
tions to renovate and improve the 
property, plans came to a stand 
still because the landlord was

Graduating from college in 
the snowy month of December, 
instead of with fl owers in May, is 
not as uncommon as one would 
think. 

“I had every intention of 
gradating early,” said Rob Pore, 
a 21-year-old University of New 
Hampshire student who is due to 
graduate this December. “I feel if 
I can get the course work done in 
three and a half years, I should 
do it.” 

Pore is majoring in Span-
ish, with the hopes of becoming 
a teacher. 

This semester, UNH is 
planning on awarding 363 stu-
dents their bachelor degrees, up 
from 340 students in December 
2007. The reason behind this 
early graduation ranges from 
the choice to carry a condensed 

course load to having a great job 
lined up right after graduation. 

However, the underlying 
theme continues to circle around 
funds. With the cost of college 
increasing every year, it’s no 
wonder money and tuition bills 
are on this soon-to-be graduates 
mind. Currently, UNH in-state 
tuition is $17,985, and $30,435 

for out-of-state students.
“It’s a fi nancial decision,” 

said Pore. “Once my parents 
moved out of state, I knew I was 
going to be charged out-of-state 
tuition for my junior and senior 
year.” 

Megan Hales, an employer 
relations and campus recruiting 
counselor in Hood house, agrees 
the combination of the current 
economy and the cost of college 
has something to do with the 
reason why some students are 
graduating early. 

Hales said there is a plus 
of graduating in December - the 
candidate job pool is smaller. 

“It’s always diffi cult look-
ing for jobs,” said Hales. “[A 
good job is] defi nitely not going 
to fall into their laps. You’ve got 
to formulate a plan and stick to 
it.”

Open registration started this week 
for those students who have failed to 
register already. 

Such students, who may be scram-
bling to wrap up last minute assignments 
and prepare for fi nals, fi nd registration 
becomes a bitter time, especially as the 
days become shorter and colder.

number,” said senior Cara Johnson. 
“Why not e-mail your advisors to inform 
them of the courses you plan on regis-
tering for, then just use the student I.D. 
number to log on to WebCat and have 
WebCat evaluate the courses needed?”  

“I feel bad for freshmen,” said ju-
nior Sean Kolb. “The fi rst year seemed 
overcomplicated and really hard. As an 
incoming freshman, we registered on a 
specifi c day in person. I had a hard time 
transitioning onto the website.”

There is little sympathy from the 
seasoned registration veterans, though, 
as registration can be a competitive pro-
cess for classes in high demand. Tips 
such as sorting courses by GenEd group 
come in handy when pre-selected cours-
es are fi lled.

The most resounding advice, how-
ever, was starting early.
