Gibbons said she hopes 

Drexel will look closely at 
the environmental impact 
of their new and planned 
buildings and that they 
will consider looking into 
LEED certifi cation for 
many of the new struc-
tures as well.

University Procure-
ment currently has poli-
cies in place that deal 
with conservation. For 
instance, Drexel is a part 
of the Philadelphia Area 
Collegiate Cooperative, 
according to Campbell. 
The cooperative consoli-
dates deliveries to mem-
ber colleges so one deliv-
ery vehicle can be used to 
deliver materials to many 
schools at once.

PACC has created a 
green committee to work 
on furthering green buy-
ing practices.

University Procure-
ment has purchased mul-
tifunction offi ce machines 
that can copy, fax, print 
and scan. They also utilize 
refurbished, as opposed to 
new, furniture and cubi-
cles, among other policies, 
according to Campbell.

In June, the Drexel 
Green task force will put 
together a proposal of 
green initiatives, Gibbons 
said. The initiatives will 
be fi nalized in September.
