Guests arrived at a can-
dlelit, formal dinner setting
in an attempt to solve the
murder of Igor “The Great”
Radinski Tuesday evening
in Dede 1.

The Support Staff Coun-
cil sponsored “The Disap-
pearance of Death” to raise
money for the council’s bud-
get to fund new events add-
ed to the calendar, including
a family Christmas picnic
and a sock hop, said Jennifer
Brewer, chairperson of the
Public Relations Committee
of the council.

In the play, Radinski is a
well-known magician who
performs at a Halloween
party organized by his cous-
in lvan Radinski. He quick-
ly disappears after the per-
formance for fear of missing
an appointment.

Fifteen minutes later, an
explosion occurred, Kkilling
the great entertainer. With
seven suspects ranging from
his assistant to his estranged
cousin, the audience stud-
ied the information guiding
them to the killer.

During the evening, the
audience questioned each
suspect with detailed curios-
ity inching towards Radin-
ski’s killer. The chief of po-
lice, played by Jeff Harper,
professor of management
information systems, even-
tually stopped additional

suspended
indefinitely

Freshman player tased

while resisting arrest

An ISU freshman open
preference major and one
of the ISU football team’s
quarterbacks was arrested
and tased Saturday night
for minor consumption
and resisting arrest.

Calvin Schmidtke, 19,
of Tacoma, Wash., was at
aparty at 812 N. Eighth St.
Saturday night when of-
ficers from the ISU Police
Department and the Terre
Haute Police Department
broke up the party.

Officers noticed that
Schmidtke had a *“very
strong odor of an alcohol-
ic beverage on his breath,”
according to the Terre
Haute Police Depart-
ment’s incident report.

Schmidtke then began
to run from police who
chased him. He continued
to flee despite repeated or-

ders to stop or he would
be tased. The ISUPD in-
cident report stated that he
was apprehended in front
of the Sigma Kappa soror-
ity house at the intersec-
tion of Seventh and Elm
streets.

Officer Josh O’Brien of
the ISUPD said Schmidtke
continued to resist arrest as
he tried to handcuff him
so the THPD officer “is-
sued a shock to Schmidtke
with his taser.”

The report also stated
that Schmidtke “was not
hit by any of the probes
but did make contact with
the Taser electro pulse.”
He sustained no injuries
and denied medical atten-
tion.

Mark Eldred, THPD’s
chief of operations, said
Schmidtke was taken to
jail where he received a
ticket for minor consump-
tion and was released.

Schmidtke came to ISU
in August after commit-
ting to Washington State

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Candidates tell personal stories

Third governor’s debate focuses on candidates’ lives

BLOOMINGTON,
Ind.— Indiana’s three can-
didates for governor offered
a glimpse behind their poli-
tics into themselves Tuesday
night in their final debate be-
fore the Nov. 4 election.

Questions covered their

reasons for wanting the job,
the biggest influences in
their lives, their vision of the
role of government and how
they overcame their worst
setbacks.

Sometimes, the answers
were intensely personal.

“l made a big mistake
while I was in college and |
stayed a night in jail,” Dan-

iels said when asked about
his worst setback. “The
most severe price | paid was
to my father.”

Daniels was arrested as
a student at Princeton in
1970 along with two others
after a five-month investiga-
tion. Eventually he pleaded
