It is not clear how Breslow entered
Coronado and allegedly assaulted the
female student; a Cat Card along with a
personal identification number is need-
ed to gain access to the dorm at all times.
Breslow, who is not a UA student, would

Police Department press release, au-
thorities responded to a call from the
dormitory at 4:30 a.m. where there was
a report of a sexual assault. UAPD re-
ceived information that Breslow was
the person responsible for the as-
sault. He was contacted at 3:30 p.m.
on Second Street and Vine Avenue and
transported to UAPD for an interview.
Breslow was then arrested and taken to
Pima County Jail.

However, UAPD Public Information Of-
ficer Sgt. Juan Alvarez said this is not some-
thing students need to continue to fear.

“It's not something where there is a
rapist going around raping people. The
campus is safe. . . . I just want to make

sure we reiterate the safety features and
... practice safe practices,” Alvarez said.

He also advised students to never
loan their Cat Card or PIN number out
and not to allow anyone to come in be-
hind them.

“Just be aware of your surroundings
and if you see anything obviously sus-
picious or youre not feeling right, if
you're threatened obviously call 911 but
if there’s an issue, definitely let the (resi-
dent assistants) know.” Alvarez added.

Johnny Cruz, director of media rela-
tions, said even though the event is seri-
ous, there are no plans to add any type
of security devices to the campus.

However, Cruz said students living
in Coronado will be reminded to be
more cautious.
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ASUA group
to confront
green issues

The UA has demonstrated that it is a leader in the
green movement with the campus featuring numer-
ous eco-friendly buildings and designs. As part of
President Robert Shelton’s commitment to making
UA greener, the Associated Students of the Univer-
sity of Arizona formed a new initiative to enable stu-
dents to directly address sustainability.

On Thursday the ASUA sustainability steering
and action committees held their first public meet-
ing in which they addressed the possibilities of be-
coming more eco-friendly.

More than 50 students and interested members
of the community attended the meeting, includ-
ing Shelton, who spoke about the university’s
ongoing commitment to becoming a leader in
green innovation.

“We should be about improving the human con-
dition,” Shelton said regarding the mission of the
university and its commitment to sustainability.
“What could be more core and essential to improv-
ing our condition than dealing with energy, dealing
with the environment?”

Shelton said there has been a “groundswell of
committed activity” to reverse the trend of global
warming. He praised the innovation of UA pro-
grams and the commitment of organizations such as
the sustainability committee to promote awareness
and problem solving.

Lon Huber, the committee’s assistant director and
the person responsible for initiating the outreach
portion of the organization, was also impressed by
the support they have received.

“This turnout (Thursday night) is a testament to
the fact that students want to get involved that they
want to change the world around them,”Huber said.

Huber said that the committee’s mis-
sion is to promote a “bottom-up” response to
environmental awareness.

“The U of A is a microcosm of our cities and our
towns,”Huber said, addressing the crowd.”If we can
make this run efficiently and if we can make our-
selves more sustainable, then we can talk to policy
makers and we can talk to city planners and tell
them how to make their areas more sustainable.”

The words of visionaries, ac-
tivists and revolutionaries deco-
rated the walls of the Gallagher
Theater Wednesday to celebrate
the 41-year anniversary of the
assassination of Ernesto “Che”
Guevara, with a screening of the
film,“The Motorcycle Diaries.”

The film recounts the pre-
revolutionary years of Guevara

oirs of the same name as well
as his motorcycle companion
Alberto Granada.

“Che was killed on October
9, 1967. We are using this day
to celebrate his life,” said Jes-
sica Risco, adviser at the Center
for Student Involvement and
Leadership and organizer of
the film screening. “My hope
is that it will inspire people to
think about what it means to be
a revolutionary and what sort of
revolutions we need to see in

Before the film began, Risco
posted questions and quotes on
the walls of Gallagher. Students
gathered to read the quotes, which
included some by Martin Luther
King Jr,, Abbie Hoffman, Colleen
Patrick-Goudreau, John Lennon
and, of course, Guevara. Next to
the quotes and images were ques-
tions that probed the ideas and
definitions of revolutionary.

“What does it mean to be a
revolutionary?” Risco asked the
group of students.”Who inspires

can you inspire others to create
a revolution in their daily lives?”

One student wrote anony-
mously,”Don’t be afraid to voice
your opinions; to be a revolu-
tionary you must stand up for
the oppressed and stand up for
what you believe in.”
