Not your normal trash

ASUA tracking student waste in effort to buy compost machine

ASUA wants your trash!

The Associated Students of the
University of Arizona Sustain-
ability Committee is in the pro-
cess of collecting and weighing
compost from Nov. 17 to Nov.
20 of this week to see if the uni-
versity could feasibly purchase a
compost machine.

“The audit we're doing is for
the composting project,” said
Lesley Ash, ASUA sustainabil-
ity director. “We are applying for
several grants in the spring from
the Arizona Department of En-

vironmental Quality, the Envi-
ronmental Protection Agency, to
hopefully fund the purchase of an
in-vessel composting system to
put out at campus (agriculture).”

Before the UA can apply for
grants to purchase the machine,
they must first see how much it
would be used, Ash said.

“This week we're doing a stu-
dent-based waste audit,” Ash said.
“This waste audit is to measure the
amount of post-consumer com-
postable waste that the student
body generates on a daily basis.”

Ash said that she and other
volunteers have been tracking the
compost output of the Student

Union Memorial Center over the
past month and a half, but that
it is now time to set up compost
waste bins to track students’ us-
age habits as well.

“We have seven compostable
waste bins actually set out right

now in the main student union,”

Ash said. “There are five in the
main part of the food court and
then two up in Cactus Grill,
and they all have large poster
by them saying, ‘This is a com-
postable waste bin. This is what
you can put in it.””

While not all waste, such as
Styrofoam, is necessarily com-
postable, there is definitely a

long list of what can go in the
bins, Ash said.

“You can compost meat, fruit,
vegetables, any type of bread-
based products, coffee grinds,
and also you can compost those
Coca-Cola paper cups that are
currently being used in the stu-
dent union,” Ash said.

Chris Kopach, the associate
director of facilities manage-
ment at the UA, said that the
compost project fits well with
the UA’s overall desire to be as
“green” as possible.

lot to share, said Chris Schafer, program coordi-
nator for UofA Bookstores.

“I think people may not be familiar with the
score of his career as a journalist,” Schafer said.

Schafer and Askey are responsible for plan-
ning Rivera’s visit to the UA, along with Vicky
Westover, program director of the Hanson
Film Institute.

Westover said she was listening to National
Public Radio one day and heard Rivera give an
interview about his book. Not only did Westo-
ver know Rivera is an alumnus, but she also
thought what he had to say about the book
would directly relate to a“topic of great inter-
est in our community.”

WASHINGTON — Sen. John
McCain, whose presidential
bid was snuffed out two weeks
ago by President-elect Barack
Obama, is setting up a political
action committee as a first step
in running for a fifth term in the
Senate.

A McCain spokesperson says
the 72-year-old senator decided
with his senior advisers Tuesday
night to set up the fundraising
PAC. The spokesperson spoke
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anonymously because the de-
cision had not yet been made
public.

McCain’s term ends in 2010.

Napolitano mum

PHOENIX — Arizona Gov.
Janet Napolitano’s office is de-
clining comment on reports
that former Justice Department
official Eric Holder is President-
elect Barack Obama’s top choice
to be the next attorney general.

Napolitano has figured prom-

inently in speculation about the
top job at the Justice Depart-
ment.

Regarding reports by news
organizations that Holder is
Obama’s top choice, Napolitano
spokeswoman Jeanine L'Ecuyer
says there’s no nothing to com-
ment on because there’s been
no announcement.

Napolitano also has been
mentioned for other Cabinet
posts, including secretary of
homeland security.

Napolitano is a Democrat

but Republican Secretary of
State Jan Brewer automatically
takes over as governor if Na-
politano leaves office before
her term is up.

Hillary Clinton?

CHICAGO — Sen. Hillary
Rodham Clinton has engaged
a team of prominent lawyers
to help President-elect Ba-
rack Obama vet her candidacy
for secretary of state even as
some insiders criticized the

pick, and advisers to the for-
mer first lady said she was
weighing whether to take the
job if Obama offered it.
Attorneys Cheryl Mills, Da-
vid Kendall and Robert Barnett
are working with the Obama
transition team to review in-
formation about the Clintons’
background and finances,
including Bill Clinton’s post-
presidential business deals
and relationships with foreign
governments. Bruce Lindsey, a
longtime Clinton adviser who

now heads the former presi-
dent’s charitable foundation,
has taken a leadership role in
the process, aides said.

All represented the Clintons
on legal matters in the White
House, including President
Clinton’s dalliance with intern
Monica Lewinsky that led to his
impeachment in 1998.

Officials knowledgeable
about the vetting said it has
gone smoothly and that both
Clintons were cooperating fully.
