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   Zona Zoo officially launched Ju-
niorCats, a new community out-
reach program co-sponsored by 
ASUA and Zona Zoo, at a press 
conference Thursday. 

The JuniorCats’ goal is to expose 
eighth graders to a different part of 
college life by pairing an eighth grade 
student with a Zona Zoo member.

As a result of the new program, ten 
Apollo Middle School students will join 
the Zona Zoo excitement this Saturday 
when UA takes on Oregon State. 

Along with a tour of the Arizona 
Stadium, the eighth grade students 

will get a tour of campus, followed by 
a structured program about both aca-
demic and spirit life at the UA. 

The JuniorCats program is looking 
to make the mentor-student relation-
ship long-term. The JuniorCats are 
already scheduled to go to the Sacra-
mento State versus UA baseball game 
on February 21. Along with planning 
for this year, the JuniorCats program 
created a timeline that will update the 
kids with admission requirements to 
make sure they are working to their 
fullest potential throughout their 
high school careers. The program is 
beginning the while the students are 
in middle school because of the high 
drop-out rate in some Tucson area 

high schools. 
“The students who were nominat-

ed (for the JuniorCats program) were 
not necessarily the highest achiev-
ing students at the school; They may 
not know exactly how to reach their 
potential,” Zona Zoo liaison director 
Christina Searby   said. 

Zona Zoo has big plans for the 
JuniorCats after the initial pilot pro-
gram, which will run throughout the 
year, possibly expanding it to other 
Pac-10 universities.

“Students are taking the initia-
tive to give back to the community. 
I’m not aware of any collegiate sec-
tion that does this,” said David Roost, 
Zona Zoo executive director.

  If you miss the days of getting dressed up 
to dance with your friends at a swanky lo-
cale rather than a club, the Honors College 
and Honors Student Council are hosting 
a benefi t dance Saturday that’s like prom 
but with college-level sophistication, the 
invitation says. 

In order to raise money for the Com-
munity Food Bank, the Honors College 
and HSC have collaborated and planned 
Fall Ball.

HSC president and education senior 
Jaime Campos  said there will be vegetable 
and fruit trays at the dance, as well as sirloin 
steak and polenta hors d’oeuvres from Old 
Pueblo Grill.

The fi rst hour of the dance will be devoted 
to swing music, Campos said. Local swing 
instructors will teach swing, then there will 
be swing music so dancers can show off 
their new moves, he said.

After the swing dance, UA students will 
DJ a mix of hip hop, R & B, electronica, soul 
music and other genres, Campos said.

Honors College Dean Patricia Mac-
Corquodale  thinks the dance shows how 
committed and caring Honors students are. 
The Honors College designated the Com-
munity Food Bank as their charity for the 
year, so she suggested students host an 
event “along the lines of a cookie sale or 
something, in the college” to raise money.

But “they thought really big; they had a 
bigger vision,” MacCorquodale said.

Purchasing tickets to Fall Ball or donating 
money to Community Food Bank is much 
more effective than donating food, said 
Campos. “For one dollar that the Commu-
nity Food Bank gets in money, they can get 
nine dollars worth of food.”

Political science freshman Julia Cavanaugh  
said that in addition to raising money for a 
good cause. “Fall Ball is supposed to be an 
event that can get a bunch of the students

ASUA is also going “to do 
more info packets,” which are 
available at their offi ce, and is 
contacting different depart-
ments, colleges, Greek orga-
nizations, and clubs around 

campus to see if “they can 
nominate students who they 
think will be really qualifi ed 
candidates,” Ho said.

ASUA President Tommy 
Bruce said this is the fi rst time 
in his tenure at UA that students 
have been invited to a mixer 
with members of ASUA.

“We’re really trying to ramp 
up the opportunities for stu-
dents to learn about getting 
involved with ASUA early,” be-
cause traditionally most of the 
people who run for offi ce either 

have friends who ran in the past 
or have already worked with 
ASUA themselves, he said. 

“We want to give everybody a 
chance to be on the same play-
ing fi eld,” he said.  “We want 
people to know that it is very 
accessible to run.”

Aaron Elyachar, a political 
science freshman , said he plans 
to run for the ASUA senate and 
found the event “very helpful.”

Fall Ball 
to benefit 
charity

Let’s talk about sex, UA
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  You paid for dinner, you lit the 
candles, you put on the music — 
but did you bring a condom?

Sex Ed: College Style, put on 
by the Associated Students of the 
University of Arizona Women’s Re-
source Center, Campus Health and 
Planned Parenthood of Arizona, was 
presented last night to help educate 
students about safe sex.

“I think at this specifi c college 
campus, one of the biggest problems 

that we have is just a lack of (sexual) 
education that exists,” said Jai Smith , 
an undeclared sophomore and a 
health and sexuality intern with the 
Women’s Resource Center. 

“Because Arizona is an absti-
nence-only state, there are in-
dividuals that are coming from 
in-state and not knowing a lot of 
information about what is available, 
whether it be female condoms or 
any other kind of protection that is 
available. People just don’t know it 
is out there.”

In order for people to feel 

comfortable and safe when they 
are having sex, Smith said that 
it is necessary to know about 
all types of protection so that 
people can have the fun without 
negative repercussions.

“I’m hoping that people take out 
of this the importance of sexual 
health and … the different methods 
that are available to them, both hor-
monal methods as well as barrier 
methods,” Smith said.

Alyssa Padilla , a marketing senior 
and the senior health and sexuality 
intern , said that there is so much 

more to sex than just the actual act.
“I hope that people will see 

that having sex isn’t the only 
thing about sexuality,” Padilla 
said. “Sex is a bigger thing which 
includes not only responsibility 
and emotions behind it but also 
protecting themselves.”

Since Arizona is an abstinence-
only state, Padilla said that it is 
extremely important to educate 
college students.
